Onion Update

Many onion fields have been seeded over the last couple weeks. Transplanting continues in some fields
as well. Some early onion fields have emerged and are around the loop to flag leaf stage. Barley looks to
be established well too.

Carrot Update

A couple early carrot fields have been seeded. Carrot weevil traps have been set up in most fields, but
there is no activity yet. Carrot weevil pressure is usually higher in early seeded carrots than later seeded
carrots.
